Info from Federal Council Meeting:

Ear-Tagging & Tattoo Brands – Moved that last year’s motion that we accept all options of identification, these to include double tagging, tattooing or freeze branding, so long as it is stated on the certificate, be upheld.

Showing Policy:  

Moved that all animals that are registered in the Herd Book may be shown with the exception of those that do not conform to the colour standard and those that contain two consecutive generations of Holstein blood and that Z animals be allowed to be shown if they follow the above regulation and have an acceptable three generation pedigree.

Royal Panel of Judges:  Mr David Patterson and Mr Anthony Norman were approved.

Junior Membership:  Moved that the maximum age limit be reduced to 18 years for a free junior membership and that only those junior members with no other membership at the same household address be eligible to receive free society publications and that the maximum registration limits be deleted.

Scoring of Excellent Cows:  Moved that the Classification Committee’s recommendation that a scoring system be introduced for excellent cows as per the trial conducted by classifiers.  These scores not to be backdated.

Maximum classification score for heifers:  increased from 85 to 86.

Classification System:  After much discussion, it was decided that the Society utilize the All Breeds Classification System for all progeny test daughters and continue to do all other classifications ourselves on a paper based system.  It was also decided that a survey be sent out to members with renewal forms listing pro’s and con’s of both the All Breed System and the current system and asking members to vote for their preferred option.  

National ID’s:  All Herd Recorded progeny must have a National Identification number forwarded with the entry form for registration.

Fees:  The Year/Herd Book fee was increased by a further $5.00 plus GST but all other fees remained the same.
